Sample Scenario:  


In my role as a faculty member at UMass Amherst, I want my work to touch the greatest number of people possible. I feel that offering my publications in electronic form will lead to greater access. I’ve just heard about ScholarWorks and wonder if that’s the solution for me.
Why is this relevant? 
· To showcase your scholarly research on the web and increase the citation impact
· To provide a stable URL for your articles and other scholarly materials on the web

· To freely and easily share your work with colleagues everywhere

· To provide optimal exposure to your work through Google and other popular search engines

· To track how many times your articles have been downloaded 

Who is making this an issue?
· Publishers want to control faculty research and restrict it to subscribers so they can profit from it.
· Faculty and researchers want to share and use their work freely and disseminate it widely

· Librarians, in support of our mission, want to preserve and make research freely available
What should you do about it? 

· Protect your copy right to post your work online and re-use your own material
· Keep/gather electronic copies of your work for submittal (especially pre- and post-prints) 
· Gather personal information (CV, contact information, picture) 
· Discuss options with the ScholarWorks Team
When do you need to act? 
· The sooner the better!
· Before submitting new works to publishers, plan to include an article in ScholarWorks or a comparable website. See the Author Rights handout for steps to keep your copy rights.
·  To post previously published works, you’ll need to review your publisher agreements to see if you can post to the web. If not, there are tools to help with requesting the necessary copy rights back. Contact the ScholarWorks Team about template letters for requesting permissions.
· If you are interested in starting an online journal through ScholarWorks, begin planning in time for any deadlines you might have for making the first volume or issue available.  It takes months to design the journal, post a call for papers, peer-view submissions (if applicable), and publish the first issue.
