This publication is intended to serve chiefly as a research 

aid to English speaking students and scholars who are not able to 

deal with Serbo-Croatian materials. It also provides a general 

indication of the kinds of research undertaken by American and 

English scholars as well as the writings of journalists. In 

addition an attempt has been made to include a number of publications 

in English issued by various Yugoslav and American government agencies, 

particularly in the post-war period.
